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Executive Summary

Serious violations of international laws and norms guaranteeing decent life and
protection to all people have been monitored and documented.

Since the eruption of the armed conflict inYemen, which was initiated by Houthi-Saleh
militias in their pursue to seize control by force, and during the period from December
1, 2014 to December 31, 2015, theYemeni Coalition to Monitor Human RightsViolations
have monitored various forms of human rights violations. A field team was dedicated
to working on reporting and documenting human rights violations in all areas and
provinces that have witnessed violations against civilians.

Crimes and violations perpetrated by Houthi-Saleh militias have varied between killing,
using detainees as human shields, torture of kidnapped persons to death, arbitrary
arrests, forced disappearance, the deliberate targeting of populated areas and local
markets using all types of indiscriminate bombs such as mortar shells and Katyusha
missiles, the plantation of landmines in agricultural areas and on roads, the deliberate
sniping of women and children, the terrifying of civilians using random shelling in the
air resulting in the killing and wounding of civilians (the falling bullets), the oppression
of media freedoms and the blocking of websites.

Based on what has been monitored and documented by the field team, it is evident
that Houthi-Saleh militias have committed crimes and violations against humanity,
war crimes against innocents including women and children, undermined the pillars
of the state and used public funds to feed their wars in all provinces.

In addition, Houthi-Saleh militia fighters have positioned themselves in educational and
medical institutions, factories, commercial warehouses, residential neighborhoods,
main streets and public markets. They have also detonated houses and religious
worship places. They have caused damages to houses of civilians, cut-off main
roads and besieged towns and villages resulting in the death of civilians as a result
of preventing the access of foods, medical supplies, medical oxygen cylinders and
drinking water.

Violations also included the recruitment and use of children in battles, the destruction
of the infrastructure, the cut-off of electricity lines, telecommunication means and
internet. This is in addition to undermining state authorities, replacing the army and
security with their own militias, the ransacking of public funds, the obstruction of
justice, the premeditated killing of civilians and summary executions.

Itis worth mentioning here that theYemeni Coalition to Monitor Human RightsViolations
was unable of monitoring all violations due to difficulty in access to all conflict areas
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and due to the siege imposed on some cities by Houthi-Saleh militias. Therefore, the
present report covers violations which the field team was able of documenting. This
report is only part of the truth but not the whole truth.

This report lists violations that have been documented and verified. The report
includes an executive summary, an introduction, a legal background, six chapters, a
conclusion and recommendations. Chapter one discusses violations against persons
such as extrajudicial killings, injuries, kidnappings and forced disappearances and
the random deliberate bombardment. Chapter two focuses on violations against
public and private properties such as the detonation of houses, the burning, looting
and searching of houses, the terrifying of inhabitants, the occupation of government
institutions such as schools, universities, hospitals, sport clubs and stadiums and
factories and converting them into weapon depots and military barracks.

It is worthwhile to mention that the monitoring and documentation process have
covered 17 provinces out of 22 Yemeni provinces in total. Attention has been focused
on provinces mostly affected by the armed conflict where international humanitarian
law violations have been perpetrated by conflicting parties such as the provinces of
Taiz, Hodeidah, Aldhalea, the Capital, Sana’a and Dhammar.

Chapter three highlights crimes against media freedoms, the closure of newspapers,
TV channels, the kidnapping of media workers and the blocking of websites. Chapter
four illustrates how Houthi-Saleh militias have undermined state authorities, looted
public funds, arbitrarily discharged government staff and issued sovereign resolutions
although a recognized legitimate government exists.

Chapter five explores violations against women and children as the most vulnerable
and least protected groups. Chapter six discusses the siege imposed on the city of
Taiz for more than nine months, the prevention of access to food, medicines, oxygen
for hospitals, fuel products and cooking gas.

According to monitoring and documentation data, the number of civilian deaths is
8,202 people, of whom 476 were women and 508 were children. The number of injured
people is 19,882, of whom 2,296 were children and 1,927 were women. The humber
of those kidnapped is 8,881 while 2,706 cases of forced disappearance have been
reported. A number of 1,077 detainees were reportedly tortured.
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Introduction:

In this report, we shed light on most prominent human rights violations during the
period from December 1, 2014 to December 31, 2015 committed by Houthi-Saleh
militias. This report reveals the hidden faces of the perpetrators, whoever they are.

It has become evident that Houthi-Saleh militias, represented by their leader
Abdulmalik Alhouthi and former president Ali Abdullah Saleh, and all military and tribal
leaders affiliated to them, as well as all those who colluded with them or facilitated
for them committing crimes and violations against civilians, including women and
children, have been involved in perpetrating war crimes and crimes against humanity.
These crimes are not subject to the statute of limitations and the perpetrators have
direct and indirect criminal responsibility for these crimes and violations.
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Methodology

First: Legal Framework

The Republic of Yemen has ratified many international conventions and agreements
including the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the two international covenants,
the convention on prevention and punishment of the crime of genocide, the convention
on non-applicability of statutory limitations to war crimes and crimes against humanity,
the convention against torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or
punishment, the child rights convention, the four Geneva conventions 1949 and their
additional two protocols of 1977.

The Republic ofYemen is obliged to implement UN Security Council resolutions and in
particular, the two resolutions issued under Chapter , namely; resolution 2140 of 2014
and resolution 2216 of 2015.

All these conventions and legal norms are binding on conflict parties in Yemen.
Under these conventions and norms, war criminals are prosecuted before local and
international courts.

Second: Monitoring and Documentation

The Yemeni Coalition to Monitor Human Rights Violations have depended on local
reporters spread all over the country in different provinces of the Republic. These
reporters were trained on reporting, monitoring, documentation and investigation
skills. The Yemeni Coalition to Monitor Human Rights Violations have relied on thee
reporters in conducting field visits, interviews with victims and their family members,
examining damages to private and public properties, taking eyewitness accounts and
filling in forms related to violations.

Third: Data Analysis and Report Writing

The database developed by the team, monitoring and documentation forms and
victim interviews have been analyzed. Supporting data and documents have been
evaluated. Then, the team worked on writing this report that highlights violations and
crimes committed by Houthi-Saleh militias against civilians.
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Chapter One: Acts of Killing

Around 8,202 civilians have been killed of whom 476 were women and 508 were
children during the period covered by this report. According to below table No. 1, the
provinces of Taiz and Aden had the lion share of these killings as a result of the acts of
random shelling, sniping, confrontations, landmines and car explosions.

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Section One: Deliberate indiscriminate shelling

Houthi-Saleh militias use systemic deliberate indiscriminate shelling and targets
populated areas in most of its wars since the first war in the end of 2013 in Dammaj
area, Sadah province. During the past year, these militias continued the shelling of
civilians and densely populated areas during armed confrontations in the provinces
of Aden, Abyan, Aldhalea and Lahej during the period from mid-March until mid-July
2015. Hundreds of people were either killed or injured.

Houthi-Saleh militias continue to use random shelling with heavy weapons against
residential areas and populated places in the provinces of Taiz, Albaidha, Mareb,
Aljawf, Baihan district in Shabwa province and Lawdar district in Abyan province.

The province of Taiz sees violent continual clashes since the end of March 2015 until
this moment. In these confrontations, Houthi-Saleh militias use all kinds of heavy
weapons in targeting populated areas. As a result, more than 1529 people have been
killed, of whom 102 were women and 221 were children.

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Almasbah Alasfal zone

On 26.04.2015, several mortar shells hit a densely populated area in Aimasbah Alasfal
zone in the center of the City of Taiz. As people gathered to see the location where
shells fell, another shell fell in the same place and killed five people and injured 16
others out of them four were children.

As stated by the father of child Ayman Ramzi Abdulgader Aladimi, 16 years old, his
son was wounded as a result of a rocket thought to be a mortar shell while he was on
the street. He was taken to the nearby Alhikma Hospital but he arrived to the hospital
dead. According to the death certificate, the victim had a fire wound with a shrapnel
settled inside his chest resulting in his death.

Eyewitnesses also confirmed that they have seen more than one mortar shell falling on
this location. As they stated, they have witnessed one rocket falling in a crowded small
street resulting in the death of five civilians and wounded 16 others who were gathering
to see the impacts of a shell that fell in the same place minutes ago. Eyewitnesses
believe that the mortar shell was launched from the Political Security Building and the
Cairo Historical Castle parallel to the Political Security building in the same direction.
Both buildings are occupied by Houthi gunmen and forces loyal to former president.

Katyusha Attack

On the 21st of October 2015, at 04:00PM, eight Katyusha missile fell near Hail School
for girls in the Old City, Hosainiah Dome zone, the center of 26 September Street near
Almahyoub Commercial Center, Aimetahdin Dispensary in Aldhaboa zone and the
center of the central market for vegetables and fruits, near Aden photography studio
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in Bab Moussa, the center of Aljumlah street behind the Arab Bank Alqurashi zone
and Alekhwah zone.

It was documented that 15 civilians have been killed while 81 others were injured.
These rockets caused severe damages to the houses of civilians and commercial
shops.

It was not noted that armed men or military posts or barracks existed near the areas
where the Katyusha missiles fell.

Tawahi Attack

At 09:00AM on Wednesday 6 May 2015, rockets were launched from an area controlled
by Houthi-Saleh militias and hit a boat carrying hundreds of internally displaced people
and the berth where around 300 IPDs were present.

According to official statements, these rockets killed 95 people, mostly women and
children and injured 93 others.

Adel Ahmed Rassam, 35 years old, a survivor IDP tells his story:

“I have arrived to the berth at 08:30AM accompanied by my wife Ibtisam
Mohammed Abdulsalam, 36 years old, and my children Nazar, 13 years
old, Niaz, 10 years old, and Nada, 3 years old. Around 300 IDPs were there.
We were waiting for a boat. Some of us started onboarding. Few minutes
after that, we were targeted by three mortar shells; two fell into the sea
and the third one hit us. It was 09:00AM. The bomb exploded with very big
sound and smoke. We were on the ground on the berth floor. I lost vision
for a while and had dizziness. The general scene was confusing and people
were screaming. I have seen my wife seriously injured in her head. She was
dead. My younger son Niaz, 10 years old, has right next to me. His head was
smashed and turned into pieces. It was terrifying and horrible. I have seen
dead bodies of women and children in different positions in the berth. I
have seen around 40 dead bodies. I have seen a female child of 10 years
in hysteria and people tried to calm her down in vain. This is what I saw
after the explosion. After I regained strength, I have taken my injured son
Nizar, 13 years old, to the Basuhaib Military hospital in Tawai town. He had
torn veins and tendons in his left hand. My daughter Nada had also small
wounds.”
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Dying due to falling bullets

Fifty-seven death cases have been reported due to falling bullets in the capital city of
Sana’a and more than 173 people were injured. As reported by eyewitnesses, Houthi-
Saleh militias have caused the death of civilians during the year 2015 due to firing
anti-aircraft shells in the sky of the Capital Sana’a during day and night hours in a
hysterical manner.

A family member of the victim Mohammed Abdulrahman says: “I was
sleeping in our room in Madbah (central location in the city of Sana’a)
near the bed of Mohammed Abdulrahman on Wednesday June 2015 ,5. At
02:00AM, a falling bullet size 15cm hit our room roof. It penetrated the tin
ceiling and settled in the chest of Mohammed Abdulrahman. He was taken
to Science and Technology Hospital but passed away few minutes after

arriving to the hospital”.

Section Two: Wounded people

According to preliminary information available until 31 December 2015, the total
number of civilians wounded inYemen has reached 19,882 wounded people; of whom
1927 are women and 2296 are children. They were wounded because some conflict
parties do not respect the rules and laws of armed conflicts in protecting civilians
against conflicts. As stated by local residents, Houthi and Saleh gunmen had key role
in the random shelling, the use of live ammunition and firing anti-aircraft bullets in the
air.

A civilian person (N. A.), 22 years old, in Taiz, says:
“I have tried to go through Aldehi entrance (which is the sole entrance to
the city of Taiz) carrying some foodstuffs and accompanied by four other
young men. Bullets were fired on us by Houthi gunmen. I was wounded in
my right hand and my friends were also injured. I only woke up in Alhikma

hospital”.

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Section Three: Unlawful detention:

The crime of arbitrary detention has reached its peak in the Republic of Yemen
during the past year. The number of abductees has reached to 8,458 people from
different political and cultural backgrounds and spectrum. Houthi-Saleh militias
have systematically abducted and humiliated citizens as a daily practice against all
ideological and political opponents, especially activists, media workers and university
students.

Torture of unlawfully detained persons
Cases of torture of those unlawfully detained were monitored and documented in
some provinces through personal interviews or accounts of their family members.
Torture ranged between physical abuse, severe beating, electric shocks, cigarette
burns and psychological torture as the most severe form.

The detainee (H. M. A.) says: “We were arrested at a checkpoint of Houthi-
Saleh forces at the entrance of the city of Taiz, near the Ghee and Soap
Factory at 06:00PM July 2015. They said to me that only few hours of my life
remain. The left me inside a small room made of tin and they threatened me
to shoot me if I make any sound. Every hour, they continued to say that they
will shoot me in few minutes. They continued like this until the morning
and then I was moved to Alsaleh Residential City”.

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Chapter Two: Violations against public and private
facilities

The number of government facilities that have been damaged is 2780 facility.
Violations ranged between armed men storming these facilities, looting and searching
of the facilities, appointing so called “representatives” for the revolutionary committee
of Houthi-Saleh militias. Violations also included seizing the stamps of ministries,
the dismissal of employees and employing others. It also includes the storming of
government offices, the ransacking of weapons and military positions, the use of
schools, universities and government facilities as weapon depots, private prisons and
military barracks. This is in addition to the fact that some government buildings and
historical sites were subject to air raids and bombing by armed conflict parties.

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Bombing the houses of opponents

Figures and statistics indicate that Houthi-Saleh militias have bombed more than
400 houses in different provinces, which belong to individuals opposing their militias.
Three hundred eighty-nine cases were documented.

Seizing control of public institutions and using them as weapon depots, military
barracks and private prisons

Using government buildings for military purposes and using them as military barracks
and private prisons make these building military targets.

Statistics indicate the Houthi-Saleh militias have stormed more than 420 public and
private institutions and used them as weapon depots and private prisons.

As stated by withess A. G. A. “Houthi-Saleh militias have occupied the building of
Harran Park in Dhammar, central Yemen, and converted it into a military barrack and a
prison for their opponents. They have used the detainees as human shields”.

Witness A. M. says: “I have seen Houthi gunmen and others wearing
military uniforms of the Republican Guards in the province of Taiz late April
2015 moving military equipment to the residential area north to the city of
Taiz and close to Mawiah intersection. I have heard before that there are
detainees inside the residential city. Once, I was near a Houthi checkpoint
and heard a gunman threatening a civilian saying to him that if he doesn’t
cooperate with them in fighting the so called (Dawaesh), they will take him
to the residential city where he will be subject to air bombing”.

Houthi-Saleh militias occupy the building of Taiz University since late March 2015.

Military vehicles were seen inside the University, its rooms were used as weapon
depots and military barracks.
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Chapter Three: Violations against media, media
institutions and public freedoms

The number of reported violations against media institutions has reached to 257
violations. Eighty-six websites are still blocked by the Yemeni Ministry of Information,

which is under the control of Houthi-Saleh militias.

On October 12, 2015, Houthi-Saleh militias have stormed Ibb Garden Hotel in the
province of Ibb and kidnapped 29 activists including journalists and human right
defenders as they were preparing to organize the so called “the March of Water” to
end the siege of Taiz.

They were kept in detention for various periods and were subject to torture and
humiliating treatment as reported by the detainees.
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Chapter Four: Undermining State Authorities

Houthi-Saleh militias have systematically acted in a manner that undermines state
authorities, distorts the political landscape and overturns legitimate state institutions.
These acts resulted in the collapse of state bodies, lack of security and widespread
violations.

Cities were occupied under the threat of arms, camps were stormed and looted.
Ministries were stormed and representatives were imposed. The office of the President
was stormed, the Chief of Presidential Staff was abducted. The Republican Palace
was occupied and house arrest was imposed on the President of the Republic and the
Prime Minister. A constitutional declaration was issued, the parliament was disbanded,
sovereign decrees were issued and state funds were looted.

On November 20, 2015, Houthi-Saleh militias issued the first constitutional declaration
and appointed a head to the so called “Supreme revolutionary Committee”. The
declaration disbanded the Parliament and Shoura Councils and established a national
council. Senior state officials were removed. All of that happened while a legitimate
president and a legitimate government exist.

Houthi gunmen were seen moving inside government ministries and institutions in
their capacity as representatives of the revolutionary committee. A representative was
appointed in every institution with full powers.

Many government officials resigned as a result of the flagrant interference by
representatives of the revolutionary committees in their functions, the seizure of official
stamps and the suspension of staff.

Houthi-Saleh militias have created new mechanisms for conflict resolution, issuing
judgment and making executions. All court institutions were idled. These militias
assumed the functions of security. They have erected checkpoints in all streets,
humiliated and blackmailed civilians.

Houthi gunmen were seen organizing traffic on public streets instead of traffic
policemen who went in strike due to the increasing interference in their work by Houthi
militias.

Representatives of revolutionary committees in ministries and official institutions
have sidelined government staff and officials for unknown reasons. The Coalition did

not obtain any statements regarding the reasons for their dismissal from work and
stoppage of their salaries.
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Decisions and appointments were issued through the Supreme Revolutionary
Committee while an internationally-recognized legitimate government exists. These
appointments and decisions are contradictory to the Yemeni Constitution and laws
and lack even basic criteria.

Houthi armed men, and children, were recruited in military and security institutions by
Houthi-Saleh militias and were used in armed conflicts.

The declaration stated the formation of a national
council inclusive of 551 members and a presidential
council of 5 members and that later on parliamentary
and presidential elections would be held.

The dissolution of the Parliament is considered
an essential contradiction with the constitutional
declaration that states that the authorities/powers
of the President of the Republic to the Chair of the
Parliament who in turn calls for presidential elections
within 60 days. That notes an obvious contradiction
indicating ignorance and negligence and disregard of
the constitution and law.

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Chapter Five: Violations against Women

A total number of 476 women were killed during the report period and 1927 women
were injured. In addition, eight women were detained by Houthi-Saleh militia in the
Capital city of Sana’a. Women represent a vulnerable group in the Yemeni society.
Women in the provinces of Taiz, Aden, Aldhalea, Hodeidah and Capital Sana’a
were subjected to grave violations contrary to international human rights law and
international humanitarian law.

A female witness A. M. A. from Taiz province says in her testimony: “At
Aldahi entry point to the city where Houthi gunmen are present, women
were crowding in attempts to enter to the city, I have seen one of the gunmen
insulting and cursing women badly. He shot bullets from his AK47 gun near
women who were in the front”.

Violations against childhood

Children are the most affected group during armed conflicts. Prominent violations
against children during the armed conflict in Yemen in 2015 include the killings and
injuries resulting from indiscriminate shelling, the arbitrary detention, the recruitment
and use of children in armed conflicts and depriving them from education.

Hanan Mohammed Saeed Naji, a female child from Taiz province, Alarbain Street, 8
years old, was sniped as her family was fleeing their house at 02:00PM on 12.09.2015.
She was left to bleed for three hours with no one able of rescuing her because of the
continued snipping until she passed away.

Detention of Children

According to statistics, Houthi-Saleh militias have detained more than 176 children
between 10 to 17 years old during the past year. These children were used as hostages
to exercise pressure on their family members to give certain concessions or to pay
ransoms.

Child Sufian Alnamir, 14 years old, is still imprisoned by Houthi-Saleh militias in the
province of Sana’a since late 2014. Armed men took him from his family house located
in Shamlan area with no apparent reason. Several orders from the Public Prosecutor
were issued ordering his release. However, Houthi-Saleh militias refuse to set him free
until the moment of writing this report”.

The children of Yemen are subjected to psychological pressures due to warfare,
continued closure of schools and parks. This is in addition to the sounds of explosions,
repeated scenes of war victims, killed and injured people.
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Recruitment and use of children in armed conflicts

Children of no more than 14 years of age were seen searching people and transportation
means in checkpoints under the control of Houthi-Saleh militias. Interviews were
documented with more than 20 children captured by pro-legitimacy military forces
in the province of Aden. As stated by some of these children, they were dragged by
Houthi gunmen in the provinces of Dhammar, Amran and Sadah. They were promised
by money and weapons.

In the province of Amran, it has been documented that 170 children ranging between
11 to 18 years old have been taken as prisoners while fighting alongside Houthi-Saleh
militias. The Monitoring Team conducted interviews with most of these children and
their family members. According to the International Convention on the Rights of the
Child, a child is defined as “every human being below the age of eighteen years unless
under the law applicable to the child, majority is attained earlier”. Each state may
define the age of majority but it may not deviate greatly from international standards.

Generally, international humanitarian law aims at protecting victims of international
or non-international armed conflicts. Special protection has been given to most
vulnerable groups in armed conflicts such as women, children and elderly people.
These groups are most affected in armed conflicts as they lack sufficient physical and
psychological capacity to bear war conditions and consequences including famine,
epidemics, detention and forced displacement...etc.

International protection is all international legal measures and procedures aiming at
reducing the suffering resulting from war, averting losses, damages and pains to the
population as a result of military operations or the behaviors and acts of civil and
military officials against civilians under their authority, especially children.
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Article 77 of the first protocol, paragraph 1, stipulates: “Children shall be the object
of special respect and shall be protected against any form of indecent assault. The
Parties to the conflict shall provide them with the care and aid they require, whether
because of their age or for any other reason.”

Article (4), paragraph 3, of the Second Protocol provides “Children shall be provided
with the care and aid they require”. This was emphasized with the adoption of the
International Convention on the Rights of the Child in 1989, which represented a crucial
development in the history of childhood. Child rights became human and global rights
that cannot be neglected.

The impact of war on children might be direct in the form of fighting or indirect.
Therefore, all rules protecting them from the hazards of military operations have to be
enforced. War may have potential effects. Remnant weapons from military operations
such as landmines can pose a special threat for years to come.

War have indirect impacts on children. Natural growth of children is substantially
hindered as a result of war because of the closure of schools and hospitals, the
destruction of harvest and roads, the loss of assets and the collapse of the economic
capacities of fighting parties. It also results in the loss of safety, assurance and self-
confidence as a result of the panic and fears children and subjected to during the time
of war.
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Chapter Six: The Siege of Taiz City

The center of the City of Taiz, composing of four districts, has been besieged by
Houthi-Saleh militia for nine months until now. These forces have used the siege
as a destructive weapon against their opponents and those loyal to the legitimate
government. As confirmed by local residents and eyewitnesses, Houthi-Saleh militias
have closed all entrances to the city and planted landmines in some entry points. An
explosion resulting in the damage of a car and a motorcycle has been reported in
Thabat area, east of Taiz. It resulted in the death of civilians and wounded others.

According to accounts and testimonies from eyewitnesses, as documented by the
reporting and monitoring team, gunmen affiliated to Houthi-Saleh militias positioned
in checkpoints near the entry points of the city have prevented the entry of trucks
loaded with foodstuffs, vegetables and fruits. They have also prevented the entry of
trucks loaded with drinking water and cooking gas. They have fired live ammunition
and sniped all those disobeying their orders or whoever tries to enter the city by force.

Forms of Siege

The collective siege imposed by Houthi-Saleh militias on the city of Taiz has taken
different forms. Mainly, basic commodities and daily needs for the life of civilian
population have been blocked.

Preventing the entry of drinkable water

It is worth mentioning that the water project in the City of Taiz has completed stopped
pumping water to houses and residential areas. People of Taiz became completely
dependent on water fetched by trucks from wells located in agricultural valleys outside
the city. The majority of the population of Taiz City depend on desalination plants for
drinking water. These plants are, in turn, completely dependent on water fetched from
outside the city. Water transportation has completely stopped due to the siege.

Preventing the entry of foodstuffs

The Reporting and Monitoring Team has listened to accounts of eyewitnesses
regarding the prevention of foodstuff entry to the city of Taiz. It is evident that Houthi-
Saleh militias seize foodstuffs and humiliate civilians on crossing points. They have
practiced verbal harassment of women and searched civilians in a provocative manner.

Preventing the entry of cooking gas

The price of cooking gas in the city of Taiz had quadrated due to the siege. The team
has documented 9 cases of killings; 4 of them are women, and 24 injuries during
attempts to smuggle cooking gas to the city of Taiz.
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Humanitarian aid materials

As stated by a worker in humanitarian aid inTaiz province, Houthi-Saleh militia gunmen
have seized all humanitarian aid materials allocated by the United Nations and aid
agencies at the entry points of the city of Taiz.

Preventing the entry of medicines, medical supplies and medical oxygen
The siege has resulted in the closure and dysfunction of all hospitals in the city of Taiz
with the exception of three hospitals operating partially out of 37 hospitals. Also, 65
dispensaries and medical centers in addition to 43 pharmacies have been closed.

The siege of the city of Taiz has resulted in multiple humanitarian issues. Prices
have soared, the purchasing power of residents of the city has sharply declined and
essential commodities and basic needs have disappeared from the market. Several
death cases were reported due to the lack of medical oxygen in hospitals and the lack
of medicines for certain chronic diseases.
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Recommendations:

1.To the United Nations, the Security Council and Human Rights Council:

The Yemeni Coalition to Monitor Human Rights Violations (YCMHRYV) calls upon the
UN system to seriously act to implement its resolutions; in particular, resolutions
21402015/2216 ,2014/ and HRC resolutions 172011) 18/) and 272014) 29/). All conflict
parties must be committed to these resolution.

2.To the International Community and Specialized International Agencies:

a. YCMHRV calls upon international human rights community to support the
rebuilding of the national law enforcement agencies and the institutions of the
Yemeni State.

b. YCMHRV invites the international community and international development
agencies to adopt a “Marshal Project” for Yemen for the reconstruction of
infrastructure and economy damaged by the war.

c. YCMHRYV invites the international community and specialized agencies to support
programs for psychological and physical rehabilitation of all war victims, especially
children, the victims of landmines and reintegrate released individuals in public life
to prevent them from joining radical groups.

3. To the Arab Coalition:

To act expeditiously to establish the Independent Investigation Team in Alleged Human
RightsViolations, produce an objective report to maintain the rights of innocent victims
and guarantee their rights in fair compensations.

4. To the Government of Yemen

Provide necessary support to the National Committee to Investigate Alleged Human
Rights Violations in order to document all violations.
